Outline

The 1JLP is a Japanese language institution attached to Kurashiki University of Science and the Arts with its campus in
Kurashiki. It is assumed that students desire to continue their further education at a college or a technical school in Kake
Education Institution after their completion of the program. The IJLP

Characteristics

1. As part of Kake Educational Institution, Kurashiki University of Science and the Arts seeks to enhance educational

opportunity, admission, and scholarship worldwide.

2. Within small-group instruction, students can advance their Japanese proficiency and review the basic Japanese grammar

they have already learned.

3. Students have opportunity to learn Japanese culture outside of school and to interact with native Japanese inside and outside

school.

4. Staff members provide guidance concerning immigration procedures, daily life, future plans and related concerns.

5. In principle, all students should take the Japanese Language Proficiency Test in July and December. This schedule allows

the IJLP to assist with application and preparation for the tests.
6. Students may use school facilities, including the library, cafeteria, skate rink, gym and others.
7.  Visa status is designated as “Study Visa” (College Student).

Curriculum

The names and credits of each subject offered are shown in the table below. Each lesson is 90 minutes long, with two to four

lessons per day from Monday to Friday. The day begins at 9:10, ending at 16:00. Each subject has 15 lessons per semester.

2. Entrance Qualifications
Applicants must have non-Japanese citizenship. They are also required to meet one of conditions (1)-(3) and conditions
(4) and (5) below:

NB:

Those who have a certificate of completion for 12 years or more of education outside Japan, those who will have the
certificate by the end of August 2023,* or the equivalent appointed by the Minister of Education, Culture, Science and
Technology of Japan.

Those who have satisfactorily completed the International Baccalaureate Diploma Program (International
Baccalaureate Organization) and will be 18 years old or older by the date of the enrollment.

Those who are recognized by Kurashiki University of Science and the Arts as being old enough and as having the
equivalent of condition (1) above.

Those who can obtain a Study Visa (College Student) — pursuant to the Immigration-Control and Refugee-
Recognition Act — by the time of the enrollment ceremony.

Those who have Japanese language ability certified by any one of the following tests and wish to apply to a Japanese

university.

1) Japanese-Language Proficiency Test (JLPT) : N5** or higher

2) Test of Practical Japanese (J. Test) F-G Level : 250 points or higher

3) BJT Business Japanese Proficiency Test : 150-199 points

4) The Japanese Language NAT-Test : N5 or higher

5) JPT Japanese Proficiency Test : 315 points or higher

6) Other Japanese proficiency tests authorized by Immigration Services Agency of Japan : JLPTNS or higher

Applicants must attach a copy of their score certificate.

* Those who have graduated from vocational high schools in China cannot apply. (However, they can be
allowed to apply if the quality of education of their high school is judged suitable for college education.)
** Level N5 requests the ability to understand some basic Japanese:

- One is able to read and understand typical expressions and sentences written in hiragana, katakana, and basic
kanji.

- One is able to listen and comprehend conversations about topics regularly encountered in daily life and
classroom situations, and is able to pick up necessary information from short conversations spoken slowly.
Language Knowledge, such as Vocabulary and Grammar, is also required for successful execution of
language activities.

Applicants are requested to understand the intent and purpose of a Japanese language program, which is attached to a

university and is a one-and-a-half-year program for those who wish to continue their further education at a college or

a technical school in Kake Educational Institution.

Much higher aptitude for the Japanese language (comparable to Level N1) is indispensable to those applicants that
have already graduated from a four-year college who are going to apply for a graduate school after finishing the IJLP.
In order to proceed onto a university or a graduate school, students must be recommended by the Principal of the [JLP.

It is desired that applicants have taken the Examination for Japanese University Admission for International Students
(Japan Student Services Organization).

** In the latter term of the examination period, only Chinese nationals can apply.

4. Application Submission
(1) Applicants living in Japan will submit all the application documents to the Admissions Office of Kurashiki University

of Science and the Arts. Those outside Japan must proceed the Shanghai Office, overseas exchange center or overseas

agent of Kake Education Institution. Place all documents in a regular envelope. If documents are not submitted within

the application period, the application will be regarded as invalid.

(2) Below are documents required for application. Every form must be filled out completely and the examination fee

must be paid punctually. (Otherwise the application will not be accepted; moreover, the examination fee will not be

paid back.)
(1) Prescribed Application Form (Form No.01)
Applicants will fill it out correctly and carefully in their own Japanese handwriting. Glue one identical photograph
(4 cm high by 3 cm wide, taken within the last three months displaying the front upper half of the body with no
headwear and no background).
If you were not granted either a Certificate of Eligibility for Resident Status or a visa in the past,
please submit the statement of reasons.
NB: An incomplete form cannot be accepted.
(i) Transcripts of Grades issued by the educational institution attended
Applicants will submit the original documents of Transcripts of Grades issued by the high school they attended. The
transcripts must include the grades by year and the evaluation standards.
Those applicants who are enrolled in a higher education institution (such as a university) or have withdrawn from
the institution must submit the original document of the Certificate of Enrollment as well.
Those applicants who have graduated from a higher education institution will submit the original documents of
Transcripts of Grades issued by the institution which include the grades by year and the evaluation standards.
NB: Attach a Japanese translation to all documents not written in Japanese.
(iii)  Certificate of Graduation issued by the educational institution attended
Applicants will submit the original document of Certificate of Graduation (or Certificate of Expected Graduation)
issued by the high school they attended.
Those applicants who are enrolled in a higher education institution (such as a university) will submit the original
documents of Certificate of Expected Graduation as well.
Those applicants who have graduated from a higher education institution will submit a Certificate of Graduation.
Those applicants who have a bachelor’s (or higher) degree will submit a document with verification of the degree.
NB 1: Attach a Japanese translation to all documents not written in Japanese.
NB 2: Those who submit a Certificate of Expected Graduation for this application will submit a Certificate of
Graduation before the enrollment at IJLP.
(iv) Letter of Recommendation (Form No.02)
Applicants will submit a “Letter of Recommendation” written out by the Department Director of the school.
(v) Applicant Records (Form No.03)
Applicants will submit a “Applicant Records” written out by the Recommending Teacher or Instructor of the school
they graduated from: such as high school, college, Japanese language school.
NB 1: If it is not possible to submit the Applicant Records, the school’s explanatory statement should be submitted.
NB 2: Attach a Japanese translation to all documents not written in Japanese.

Certificate of Japanese Language Proficiency

Applicants will submit a document testifying their Japanese language proficiency such as ‘Japanese-Language
Proficiency Test Certificate of Result and Scores’.

They must attach the copy of their score certificate, if they have taken" Japanese-Language Proficiency Test" or "J.
Test".

NB: Submit documents certifying grades, attendance, period of enrollment, and graduation (completion) at a

Japanese language school.

(vii) Prescribed Certificate for Expenses Payment (Form No.04)
Specify the reason for undertaking to become a financial sponsor and the payment method of the school fees. The
document should be written by the financial sponsor.
NB:_Attach a Japanese translation to all documents not written in Japanese.
(viii) Documents Proving the Financial Sponsor’s Paying Capacity
(DBank Account Balance Statement
Submit the original statement. All documents must be in the name of the financial sponsor.
@Certificate of Employment
Submit the original document concerning the financial sponsor.
®Certificate of Income
Specify the financial sponsor’s yearly income for the last year. Submit the original document.
@Document which proves the financial sponsor’s relationship with the applicant
Submit the original documents.
NB:_Attach a Japanese translation to all documents not written in Japanese.
(ix) Copy of Identification
Applicants will submit a copy of the page of their passport containing the applicants’ photograph.
(Applicants from Korea will additionally submit a document issued by an official body which shows their name
in kanji characters.)
NB 1: If they have not obtained a passport, submit a copy of the document issued by an official body which proves
their name and nationality.
NB 2: Applicants living in Japan will submit copies of the both sides of their resident card.
(x) Copy of the Receipt of Remittance
Submit a copy of the Receipt which applicants get when they remit the application fee.
Applicants living in Japan submit a postal order for the amount of the application fee.
NB: The application fee is non-refundable.
(xi) Prescribed Checklist of Application Documents (Form No.05)
Make sure that all the documents are in order specified in this list, and attach this list sheet to the top of all the
documents before mailing.
NB:
1. Those applicants who have previously applied for a Certificate of Eligibility from the Immigration Bureau of Japan
before will notify the IJLP of the fact.
2. Use the prescribed forms for the documents (i), (v), (vii) and (xi) above. Otherwise they are not acceptable.
3. Ifa certificate is in a language other than Japanese, the applicant will attach a Japanese translation.
4. In principle, the submitted documents are not returnable. However, a document which cannot be reissued will be
returned later.
The deficient application will not be accepted; moreover, the examination fee will not be paid back.
The applicant’s admission will be withdrawn even after they receive a Letter of Acceptance, if false statements are
found to have been made in their application documents.
7. Successful applicants are supposed to submit the document below:

Prescribed Health Certificate
The document should be issued by a medical doctor within the last three months. It should contain the result of
the Chest X-ray Test.
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(3) Application Fee
<Applicants living in Japan>

The total amount of money to be paid is JPY6,000 (= Application fee). Draw a postal money order for the amount
at a post office and submit the order along with the application documents during the period from April 13 to 27, 2023

(First Term) and from June 2 to 16, 2023 (Latter Term Only for Chinese Applicants).

<Applicants outside Japan>

The total amount of money to be paid is JPY 11,000 (= Application fee + Remittance Fee). Pay the amount during
the period from April 13 to 27, 2023 (First Term) and from June 2 to 16, 2023 (Latter Term Only for Chinese

Applicants). If the payment is not completed during the period, the application will be regarded as invalid.

The amount must be paid into the following bank account in Japanese Yen, and the copy of the Receipt of
Remittance must be submitted as stated in 4-(2)-(x) above. Applicants will also pay any extra charges which may

occur when they remit the fee.

5. Methods of Selection

Applicants will be judged comprehensively through the document screening and the interview. On the
basis of the document screening, a brief interview will be conducted in the applicant’s country. Applicants
will have a brief written test on Japanese in addition to the interview. Results will be not be used for the
selection process, but for improvement of education at the IJLP. Since applicants will be contacted by
phone with further information about the interview, confirm that a phone number and e-mail address are

properly written.
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6. Announcement of Admission and Registration Procedures
Applicants will be notified by mail of the results of the selection on the days shown in Table of Application Schedule above.
Successful applicants will receive a Letter of Acceptance and some documents necessary for the registration procedures by
Express Mail Service and do the procedures in accordance with the documents.

1. After enrollment into IJLP, in addition to the above fees, about JPY20,000 is required for textbooks, examinations
and off-campus training.

2. The payment of the tuition for the second and third semester must be done all together by April 27, 2024.
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9. Supplement

1. Apartment Rent
If a successful applicant from outside Japan wishes to live in a designated apartment, the estimated
amount for one-year of rent (JPY291,500 per student for a room accommodating two students) will be
paid in advance by the designated date before coming to Japan. Since rental fees differ among
apartments, the successful applicants will pay the balance after entering the country.

2. Registration
It is possible that additional students registration will be accepted if the prescribed number of applicants
is not reached.

3. Assignment
Successful applicants are to be given assignments according to their ability.
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
